TUITION: The annual tuition shall be paid according to one of the following payment plans.

PAYMENT POLICY: Payments are due on the first of each month.

1. Any account two months in arrears must be cleared by the 15t of the following month for the student to continue in
school.

2. All accounts must be current for the student to begin classes at the start of either term or to take semester
exams.

3. Any student having delinquent fees/tuition (30 days past due) will not be allowed to participate in extra-curricular
activities (including athletics).

ADMINISTRATIVE CHARGE FOR LATE PAYMENTS: An administrative charge of $25 per month per student will be assessed
for any payment not received in the School office by the 10t day of the month it is due. An additional $25 per month per student
administrative fee will be charged each month thereafter if the payment is not made by the 10t day of the month. A check returned for
non-sufficient funds will be charged a $25 fee. Waiver of these charges is at the sole discretion of the Board of Trustees.

INSTRUCTIONAL FEE: The instructional fee must be paid by November 1, 2008. You can break your payment into 3 monthly
installments starting in August 2008.

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GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1. The parents/guardians and the student agree to abide by all rules and regulations of the School now in existence or
hereafter adopted by the Board of Trustees, specifically those rules and regulations previously adopted by BAEF, Inc.

2. The parents/guardians of the student agree to pay any damages sustained by the School as a result of the actions of the
student.

3. The parents/guardians and the student agree that all privileges of attendance may be withdrawn for any academic or
disciplinary reason as determined by the School or for failure to pay any sum due under the terms of this contract.

4. This enrollment contract is conditional upon the student’s satisfactory completion of all academic requirements for the
grade in which the student is presently registered and also the student’s compliance with the Student Handbook.

5. All students are governed by the drug testing policy and all other policies in the Student Handbook.

6. Parents/Guardians must have a membership in the BAEF, Inc.

WITHDRAWAL:

If a student is withdrawn from School for the 2008-2009 school year by May 31, 2008, the parents/guardians will be released from the
obligation to pay the tuition required by this contract, but enrollment fees will not be refunded. After May 31, 2008, the undersigned
parents/guardians are liable for the payment of all enrollment fees and tuition under the terms of this contract. Any time a student
withdraws from the School, the parent/guardian must notify the Headmaster in writing. Receipt of the written request constitutes
official date of withdrawal.

Voluntary withdrawal of the student relieves the parents/guardians of their financial obligations under this contract on the following
schedule:
